III. THE BIBLE 

 It is sad to say but in most Christian tool boxes, the dustiest tool they have is their Bible!  

Matthew 4:4.  Do you know how to study the Bible for yourself?  2 Timothy 2:15.  With your knowledge 

of God’s Word can you distinguish between true and false doctrine?  Acts 17:11.  Do you know the 

importance of memorizing Scripture portions?  Matthew 4:1-11; Psalm 119:9, 11. 

IV. PRAYER 

 This is a very powerful tool for the righteous person!  James 5:16.  Sadly this powerful tool too 

often goes unused by Christians.  1 Thessalonians 5:17; Luke 11:5-10; Hebrews 4:1-2;                   1 

Thessalonians 5:11.   

V. FELLOWSHIP 

 Christianity is a team endeavor.  Are you an active part of a local team?  Ephesians 4:32; Romans 

12:10; 2 Corinthians 8:3-4; Galatians 5:13; Romans 15:14; Ephesians 4:1-2; 1 Thessalonians 5:11.  The 

resources our Lord has given us and our ability to use them skillfully are as fundamental to our success 

in the Christians life as are the tools and skills of a NASCAR team.  As we go out to race for our Lord we
